It's essential to understand the risks 
associated with lightning:

Lightning can strike up to 10 miles 
away from a thunderstorm, even if it's 
not raining in your immediate area.

Seek shelter indoors as soon as you 
hear thunder or see lightning flashes. 
Avoid open areas, tall trees, bodies 
of water, and metal objects during a 
storm.

Outdoor Safety during Thunder-
storms:
If you find yourself outdoors during a 
thunderstorm, follow these lightning 
safety guidelines:

Find indoor shelter: Head to a 
substantial building or fully enclosed 
metal vehicle with windows up.

Avoid water-related activities: Steer 
clear of swimming pools, lakes, and 
beaches during a thunderstorm.

Don't take risks: Refrain from seeking 
shelter under trees or using small out-
door structures like gazebos, as they 
offer little protection from lightning 
strikes.

Wait it out: Wait at least 30 minutes 
after the last thunderclap before re-
suming outdoor activities.

With the scorching summer tem-
peratures and frequent thunderstorms 
in Cory Lake Isles, being aware of heat 
stroke and lightning safety is crucial for 
safeguarding our CLI families. By rec-
ognizing the symptoms of heat stroke, 
taking preventative measures, and fol-
lowing lightning safety guidelines, we 
can ensure a safer and more enjoyable 
summer for everyone. Let's look out for 
one another and prioritize safety as we 
embrace the beauty of Tampa's sum-
mer season.

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While a balanced real
